The Soap Box Derby is a concept in designing an engine-less gravity powered
wheeled car having a rudimentary stecring and brake, which can seat one designated
operator. The Soap Box Derby event has these cars free-roll from a sloping track and
participanis are timed between start and finish markers located at a specified distance. All
components of the vehicle must be of indigenous in origin with no import content. The
main factors for a soapbox car design are ultra-light, rigid structure, low drag-coefficient,
less friction.

Building and racing these "machines” under strict criteria poses  a tremendous
technical challenge with no limit for creativity and deployment of cost effective high-
technology.

About 15 teams from various engineering colleges from allover TamilNadu have
participated in this event. The teams made their technical presentation followed by the
roll down test. A panel of judges cvaluated the winners based on different criteria -
engineering ingenuity. creativity, quality of build, fimish, aesthetics and design, material
usage, gross vehicle weight, performance in roll down test, braking efficiency, team
coordination and management.
